Qianhai strengthens incubation services for Hong Kong start-ups

The Qianhai Shenzhen-Hong Kong Youth Innovation and Entrepreneur Hub, or E-Hub, has rolled out
a slew of measures aimed at supporting young Hong Kong entrepreneurs. One of the measures is to
provide 100,000 square metres of office space for start-ups. Qualified Hong Kong entrepreneurial
teams operating out of the E-Hub will be asked to pay a service fee of just RMB1 per sqm per month
to enjoy up to three years of incubation services.
